The Kiwanis sponsored optional D&0O/Crime insurance program is set to cut off any additional enrollment ef-
fective 7/31/09. After this date, the underwriter will not accept any new applications until the new enroliment
date which will be November 1, 2009.

Why do we need this coverage?

D&O VS. GENERAL LIABILITY—WHAT IS THE DIFFERENCE?

* General Liability covers Bodily Injury, Property Damage, and Advertising Injury
