To eliminate MNT from the Earth by 2015, 129 million mothers and their future babies must be 

immunized. This requires vaccines, syringes, safe storage, transportation, thousands of skilled 

staff and more. It will take $110 million — and the dedicated work of UNICEF and every mem-

ber of the Kiwanis family.
